Tinneas/Illness:Cuir páistí atá sláintiúl ar scoil, agus coinnigh páistí atá tinn sa bhaile.      Send children who are well to school, and  keep children who are sick at home.  “Is fearr an sláinte ná an táinte!”

Coinnithe Scoile/School Appointment:  can be arranged by contacting  094-9024700  through Pat, Rúnaí na scoile, to see Múinteoir/Príomhoide. 

Amantaí Scoile:  The school is open to receive pupils at 8:50am.  No responsibility is accepted for pupils arriving before that time.  Classes commence daily at 9:00am. Classes end each day at 1:30pm for Junior Infants and Senior Infants, and at 2:30pm for Rang 1-6. Children who are collected by car/walking are asked to vacate the premises on time in the interest of safety for all.  Parents are asked to collect the children on time. Children who walk are asked to leave the grounds promptly so that they reach their destinations on time. Hanging around the school is not allowed after school time. The school cannot accept responsibility for looking after children before/after school hours.  However, should a mix-up occur regarding collection, as soon as Príomhoide/Staff is informed contact may be made with parent.  Ensure that children are on time, as latecomers disrupt class. All pupils are expected to assemble ag labhairt Gaeilge outside of the Entrance Doors to their Classrooms.  When Cloigín rings, Páistí walk in single file through the entrance doors and proceed to their classrooms. There is no need for parent to accompany the children into classrooms in the morning at this stage of the school year. 

Carr-Chlós na Scoile/School Carpark:  We are requesting all patrons using our school car-park to be aware,  patient, careful, watch-out for people dropping-off and collecting our pupils.  Safety of pupils is paramount. We are asking parents where possible to allow children from Classes Naíonáin Shinsir-Rang 6 to drop-off/pick-up at Bike Shop Gate. Pupils are asked to assemble and remain around the shelter area for safety sake.  All cars/buses are asked to move along to the top exit gate for drop-off/collection of pupils so that the entrance gate remains free at all times.  Be mindful of all little ones in the car-park, and please keep a grip of all little hands.  We do not want a fatality.

Parents are asked to queue in the appropriate hallway, proceed to the queue in the Halla Mór. When the meeting is over, please leave the Halla Mór and take place in the queue in the relevant hallway again, until all teachers have been met.

Q to see Múinteoirí Máire and Majella in Hallway of classrooms number 1/2, 

Q to see Múinteoirí Tríona, Nóirín De Búrca, and Gearóid in Hallway of classrooms number 5/6,

Polasaí don Corpoideachas:   

Cuireann corpoideachas le forbairt iomlán páistí trí chabhrú leo saol iomlán, gníomhach agus sláíntiúil a chaitheamh.  Tá béim ar taithneamh, súgradh, gluaiseacht, damhsa, obair i ngrúpaí, daoine a mhisniú, bheith páirteach. Tá aon uair a chloig sa seachtain ceadaithe don ábhar seo.   Physical education (1 hr. weekly/Dept.) contributes to children’s overall development by helping them to lead full, active and healthy lives. Enjoyment, play, movement, dance, group-work, self-esteem through achievement and participation as pupils become involved in athletics, dance, gymnastics, games, outdoor pursuits.Is féidir le tuismitheoirí páistí a spreagadh le bheith gníomhach. 

Parents can encourage children to be active for a healthy active lifestyle, by taking time for walks, games, sports day/training/blitz/, dance/ceili, swimming/gala, etc.  It is most important that all pupils participate in this subject.  By active participation of all pupils they build-up and improve/practice their skills at their own rate.  By the time pupils reach 6th. Class it is our hope that they will be proficient in all areas.

CEÓL:  We will be making a substantial investment regarding musical books, and equipment for use in all classes, bells, chime bars and boom-whackers which will help children with musical  rhythm, pitch and notation.  Tin Whistle beginners tunes start at Rang 2, and as children practice consistently for as little as 10 minutes each day the results can be amazing! Rial an Ghaeilge:  

1.         Tá an rial seo an-thabhachtach sa Ghaelscoil.  Tá an

teanga ag fás agus ag forbairt i  gconaí.  Tá líostaí do frasaí agus focail úra á mbailliú i ngach rang chun cur leis an gcaighdéan cainte. Tá trophaí na seachtaine “Cainteoir na Seachtaine” ag obair.  Bíonn uaireanta go mbíonn Coinneáil Lóin ag téastáil ach go háirithe ó Ranganna 2-6, mar go bhfuil an Ghaeilge acu go maith agus níl sí á labhairt. We are asking all parents to make efforts to watch TG4 and listen to RnaG/Nuacht RTE, and to support our school and Rial an Gaeilge.  Children learn by example. 2. English Spellings begins from  1-Rang 6:  Magic Spell workbook, and Class Lists compiled by class teacher.  

3. Irish Spellings from third term of Rang 1-Rang 6.

4. Every child  is different and learns at their own rate.  Time spent talking, reading stories, telling stories, repeating rhymes, poems, songs to your child is well spent. In order to minimise pressure for all children in classes tests results (spelling/reading/math/writing/other tests)are not emphasised. 

5. Children are encouraged to read and develop fluency with the assistance of shared reading.  “Shared Reading Project for Pupils and Parents 2007”Information Meeting on 13/2/07  1:30-2:00pm in Halla na Scoile for Parents of Naí Shinsir-Rang 2!  This may be done at home: parent and child; at school:   older pupil and younger pupil.  Books may be varied, high interest level, gripping storyline, and be enjoyable for everyone for success.  This year we are Sharing/Pairing Reading in English for 10 weeks beginning Feb. 26-Easter holidays; Followed for another 5 weeks after Easter holidays.  Your attendance at our School Book Fair is much appreciated and thank you so much for your purchases.  The children will surely benefit, and seem excited about their lovely new books. 6. Workbooks are written on by the child from Naí. Shó.-Rang 2.  Rang 3-Rang 6 are allowed to write in Eolaíocht Bheo and Beo go Deo only. 

7. Paráid 17/3/06:   Rang 2(pom-poms)-Rang 6.  It is expected that all pupils would do their best to learn the marching  tunes for the parade, and actively participate in our school band on that day.  Scoil Raifteirí always takes pride of place.  At least 10 minutes practice is expected Mon-Thurs. and tunes may be learned line by line.  This takes time and effort, and we are asking all children to practice in a bedroom with the room door closed!  Children may entertain visitors when tunes are learned.  Tin whistle playing is a skill that may not be appreciated now by the children, but it will become more valuable as time rolls by.
